If your home was impacted by Hurricane Harvey, you may
qualify for a loan from the U.S. Small Business Adminis-
tration (SBA). Loans up to $200,000 are available to make
repairs and up to $40,000 is available to replace contents
destroyed by storm-related causes. A FEMA inspection is
required to become eligible for the SBA loan program.
